of the St. Augustine Tea Party (SATP) was canceled for August 7, 2018 so that its members could attend the
showing of Dinesh D'Souza’s “Death of a Nation”, at the Epic Theater in St. Augustine, Florida. The Tea Party
members occupied a row of prime center seats and constituted a majority of those in attendance for the 7:30
PM showing. It should be noted that the Tuesday attendance at 7:30 PM was light.

After the showing, the general consensus was that Dinesh D’Souza’s film contained a wealth of information
and was well crafted. Dinesh D’Souza’s book and film, both titled, “Death of a Nation” should inspire many

conservatives to participate in the upcoming general elections.

The film compares Abraham Lincoln with Donald Trump. Both faced a deeply divided nation as President,
according to the filmmaker. The Tea Party offers the following review of the film.
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Dinesh D’Souza’s previous three films: “Obama’s America”, “America: Imagine a World Without Her” and
“Hillary’s America: The Secret History of the Democratic Party”, were great documentary successes. They were
also very controversial. D’Souza’s newest effort promises, coming on the heels of the presidential pardon, to
be highly controversial as well. The Democrat Party and, particularly Progressives, will challenge D’Souza’s
latest effort.

The entire film is narrated by Dinesh D’Souza as he reveals the relationships and distinctions between the
modern Democratic Party, the Progressives, Fascism, Communists and the Nazis.

At about the halfway point, the filmmaker introduces the idea that Trump and Lincoln are similar in that each
was elected at a time when the country was deeply divided. Each was elected as an outsider, divorced from
the establishment of their times.

Marching

The St Augustine Tea Party’s Town Criers are frequently seen in the St. Augustine historic district. The district
is the abode of a national audience. A similar situation exists in Williamsburg, Va.

Recently, Town Crier Chairman, Lance Thate, made a trip to Williamsburg. According to Thate, it was a trip
that took 55 years to complete. In 1963, Thate set out on a journey from Wisconsin to Williamsburg, VA. Thate
recalls that he made it to Charlottesville, VA., about 140 miles from his destination. While in Jefferson’s “neck
of the woods”, Thate contracted the mumps; he was 26 years old. Needless to say, a hasty retreat back to
Wisconsin was essential.

In August of 2018, a second attempt was made. This time the trip originating from the South, from the oldest
city on the North American continent, St. Augustine, Florida. Jamestown and nearby Williamsburg represent
the oldest British settlements in North America. St. Augustine was settled, by the Spanish, about 40 years

‘ before the British
colonies. According
to the reenactor
pictured left, 1963
Williamsburg would
have been a
substantially
different experience.
The streets would
still have had their seashell and gravel
covering and only a few buildings at that
time had been reconstructed. Today there
are numerous buildings and hundreds of
reenactors present in Williamsburg to tell Photos by TCCR Staff
the story of those colonial times. “Well worth the wait,” Thate said

Continental Colors Fly in 1775
Reenactments

The “Grand Old Union Flag” or Continental Colors of 1775 is
flown from the Government Buildings and in front of the
many recreations of the original buildings of colonial
Williamsburg. The flag is directly connected to George
Washington and was the flag that his initial Army of 1000 men
carried.

Today’s Colonial Williamsburg is set in 1775. The multitude of
reenactors placed in various venues, describe life as it
was in the British colony, reveal the latest gossip and talk

about the treason being committed against the British crown. The majority of visitors to the historic sites were
families with children during the Town Crier visit. What a wonderful way to learn history. There was no way of
telling how many of the young people were being homeschooled. We can report, however, families from the
St. Augustine area who are being homeschooled have traveled to Williamsburg on several occasions.

The Possibility of Revolution Abounds

While the reenactors dispense, in
great detail, the colonial beliefs,
values and way of life, throughout
1774 and 1775, they also allocate
a fear of uncertainty that prevails
in the colonies and in Virginia, in
particular. The Boston Tea Party
had already occurred 1773. The
militia resistance in Lexington and
Concord occurred in April, 1775.
The winds of war lay before the
British Colonies of the new world.

From the household staff at the Royal Governor’s Palace to the Playbooth Theater on the Palace Green, to the
Raleigh Tavern, to Charlton’s Coffeehouse and to the House of Burgesses itself, the talk of treason against the
Crown was in plain sight. John Murray, the fourth Earl of Dunmore, was the last Royal Governor. Lord
Dunmore was not happy with his appointment as Governor of Virginia. He held the citizens of the
Commonwealth in contempt. Lord Dunmore was the establishment of his day. Virginians of 1775 despised
Lord Dunmore for his pompous behavior. In an attempt to restrict free speech, the Governor shut down the
Playbooth Theater forcing 18 of 19 players to take flight and leave Virginia. Ultimately, Lord Dunmore shut
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down the “House of Burgesses”, which forced Patrick Henry to give his famous “Give
me Liberty or give me Death” speech in Richmond. But in the end, it was Lord
Dunmore who was forced to leave Virginia; the Governor’s Palace would become
the future residence of Patrick Henry and then Thomas Jefferson.

In the book bindery shop, the reenactor, pictured right, was
addressing the anxiety issues of 1775. He pointed out the lawlessness
of the times. In the 1770s, smuggling and pirating to circumvent the
King’s taxation of the colonies was present among the wealthy citizens
of the colonies. Founding fathers were involved in this lawlessness,
most notably John Hancock, Samuel Adams, Washington and others.

The Town Crier Committee Chairman engaged in the conversation by
presenting the idea that there was no consensus in 1775 concerning
the future course of events saying, “One third were for independence,
one third supported British rule and the balance were indifferent. In Photo by TCCR Staff
the end, only 3% actually took up arms. Lawlessness always precedes revolution. The anxiety and the
lawlessness of 1775 are now prevalent in our society today. People, in 2018, are apprehensive as to the future
and lawlessness is common among the establishment of our day. The very conditions that led to a revolution
in 1775 appear to be moving in that direction in 2018. And the issue is the same. In 1775, the king’s rule was
an ideology that precluded the concept that the people could govern themselves. In 2018, we have another
ideology, Marxism or Communism, which precludes the concept of self-government.” The Town Criers
comments fell on fertile ground in Williamsburg.

The historical parallels are there; the question is, “Are we marching off to war?”
